‘Dark cloud” This weather sounds scary and so fits with the idea of a scary ghost story.
‘Startled. .. suddenness’ These quotations link to the idea of shock and surprise which often happens
when peopie meel a ghost,
*Apparition” An apparition is another word for ghosL.
‘Dead of night.” This phrase is connected to ghost stories as it involves both night time and the idea
of the dead.
‘Lonely place’ This sounds like a very scary place for a ghost to appear as no-one eise is there.
